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Abstract

Background: Influencing factors involved in the decision to undergo labiaplasty are evolving and
show diversity among different settings and countries. Updated underlying motivators may assist in
clinical decision-making and assessing outcomes from the patients' perspective.

Objectives: Herein, the main motivators of women undergoing labiaplasty and sociodemographic
features are discussed.

Methods: Seventy-one patients who were scheduled for labiaplasty were assessed via an open-
ended, well-detailed questionnaire to determine the main motivational factors from the patients'
perspective. Validated questionnaires to measure genital self-image, self-esteem, body appreciation,

attitude toward having cosmetic surgery, sexual dysfunction, and body-dysmorphic disorder were
performed.
